The Utah Interpreter Program continues to innovate and improve our service to interpreters. Recently,
our two certification specialists, Karen Rama and Jason Mauray, received the Cornerstone Award.
This prestigious award from the Department of Workforce Services was given to each of them for im-
plementing several changes that have dramatically improved the customer experience. Karen and Jason
process hundreds of emails each month, as well as manage all certification renewals and recognitions,
continuing education requests and support the certification system by scheduling and proctoring the
interpreter certification exams. We couldn’t be more proud of them and the changes they have made

and the impact they have had.

UIP has also established its first Deliberate Practice Lab. This lab, facilitated by a staft member from UIP,
gives interpreters the chance to practice a specific skill, make mistakes, and support others in an environ-
ment where trying new things is encouraged. Afterall, we learn just as much if not more from failure than

we do from success. UIP will also learn from this first lab so that subsequent labs are even more beneficial.
