State Activity Funding 

 
Utah’s job growth advanced at the top end of the historic scale; unemployment fell to a 
new low.  It is producing a powerful boost to the state in terms of new jobs, increasing 
incomes and strong tax revenues.  Rarely does the overall picture get any better than 
this.  
Utah’s economy grew by 5 percent or better for 2006.  Five percent means that at least 
57,000 new jobs were created.   Wage growth was at 5.4 percent, the best increase since 
1992.  
Prosperity was evenly-spread though out the state.  All regions are adding jobs at a good 
pace.   
What can we expect in 2007?  More of the same, but not quite as fast. Employment 
growth above 5 percent is hard to sustain.  The longer you go with low unemployment 
rates, the more concern there is about the market’s ability to supply additional workers.  
In-migration should augment Utah’s labor force; odds still favor a slowing in labor force 
growth for 2007.  Employment growth of 4.7 percent is expected.

• Establish an Incumbent Worker suspense account 
o Funds will remain in this account until obligated to employers, at which 

time the funds will move to Statewide Activity. 
o Funds not obligated out of the suspense account can be allocated to the 

regions or opened for a second round of proposals. 
• Regional Council’s take on an Incumbent Worker marketing role to businesses in 

their areas.
